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1 INTRODUCTION
All manuscripts must be written in English (preferably) or in French.

The length of your paper is limited to 10 two-column pages. Paper size is A4 (21 cm x 29.7 cm). Please note that there is an extra page charge beyond 10 pages at a cost of 150 € per extra page.

Leave 2.5 cm margins at both top and bottom of the page, 2 cm on both right and left sides. The space between the two columns should be 0.8 cm. Header and footer margins are 1.25 cm. Line spacing should be single line.
The whole paper should be written in “Times New Roman” font. Except paper title, the whole paper should be written in 10 fonts. Every paragraph should be justified. Leave one line space between two paragraphs. Paragraphs are not indented.
Paper title is in “Times New Roman” font, in 14-font size, in bold, centered, followed by two line spaces but must be preceded by no line space (distance between header and title is obtained by margin).

Authors’ names and their affiliations must be defined as in presented example. The authors’ names must be in bold and followed by a line space. It is necessary to put two line spaces between authors’ affiliations and abstract.

Abstract must be followed by a white line. Keywords line is followed by two line spaces.

2 HEADINGS
Headings are in Times New Roman, in bold, in 10 fonts and capitalized. Leave one line above a major heading, and one line clear below before the start of the next paragraph or second-level heading.

2.1 Subheadings (Second-Level Heading)
Subheadings are in Times New Roman, in 10 point type, in bold. They are preceded and followed by a line space.
2.1.1 Subsubheadings (Third-Level Heading)
Subsubheadings are in Times New Roman, in 10 point type, in bold and italic. They are preceded by a line space but are not followed by a line space.

A heading, whatever its level, must not appear alone at the bottom of a column.

3 HEADERS
The first page contains one header whose text is the following one, on the first line: 8th International Conference of Modeling and Simulation - MOSIM’10 - May 10-12, 2010 - Hammamet – Tunisia, on the second line “Evaluation and optimization of innovative production systems of goods and services”.
This header should be written in Times New Roman, in 10 fonts, centered, in italic and framed.

All following pages contain one header with the following text: MOSIM’10 - May 10-12, 2010 - Hammamet - Tunisia.
These headers should be written in Times New Roman, in 10 fonts, centered and in italic.
4 Figures and Tables
All illustrations and graphs should be centered. Figures and Tables should be numbered separately and consecutively. 
Figure and table captions should be flush center above the figures. Initially capitalize only the first word of each caption. Captions should be Times New Roman 10-point. Figure title must not be preceded by one line space. Figure title must be followed by one line space.
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Figure 1: Example of figure caption
The word “figure” which appears in the text of the article (making reference to presented figure) must be also put in its entirety (example: … of the figure 1, it seems that the plan ...), and not in abbreviation (fig.).
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Table 1: Example of table caption
Figures and tables should be placed as close as possible to where they are cited. If it is quite necessary, figures and tables can be placed across two columns.
Photos will be in black and white.
5 EQUATIONS

The equation should be included in the text as on our example 
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Equations can be numbered with equation numbers placed within parentheses and aligned against the right margin as shown in equation (1). Every equation appearing only on a line must be preceded and followed by a white line.
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The previous text gives an example of template for definitive version of accepted articles.

Full manuscript must be submitted in English (preferably) or French language. Authors are requested to provide a full paper of 10 pages maximum, according to instructions provided within this template.
